1. Send an electronic version to Ad Astra; the email address is adastra@roac.nl;
a. Please include in the subject of the email the name(s) of the Author(s) and the title of the paper; do not include names in the attached document;
b. Attach the filled-out Application Form to the email;
c. In the case of multiple authors, the sender of the submission will be regarded as the sole correspondent, and is responsible as such;
d. By submitting, you agree with the rights and obligations of Authors as set out in the Author’s Contract. In case your paper is selected for publication, the Author(s) will be asked to sign a copy of this contract;

2. Find a Supervisor willing and able to help you revise;

a. Preferably, this is the course instructor of your paper. Ad Astra can help you find a Supervisor;
b. The Supervisor’s duties are outlined in the Supervisor’s Instructions;
c. The Supervisor must fill out the Acknowledgement of Validity form and send it to Ad Astra via email.
The Editorial Board will then review your submission. You will be notified whether or not your paper will be published upon final selection of papers.
