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Supervisor’s Instructions

Every paper that is up for selection needs the active support of a Supervisor.

In principle the Supervisor is the instructor of the course for which the paper has been written. In case the paper has been written on exchange the Author(s) may ask an instructor at Roosevelt Academy to become his (their) Supervisor.

If you have been asked to supervise a paper, please consider the following:

1. The Supervisor is expected to sponsor the author(s) by reviewing and commenting on the academic level of the paper, and by helping the Author(s) to revise the paper if necessary in order to meet the criteria for publication as set out in the Statutes of Ad Astra and by the Editorial Board;

2. If you agree to supervise a paper, please fill out and send an electronic version of the Acknowledgement of Validity to Ad Astra; the email address is adastra@roac.nl;
3. In case the paper is selected for publication, the board will notify the Supervisor. He or she is then asked to recommend a suitable Referee;

a. The Referee should be willing and able to review the paper and comment on the academic level and content of the paper;

b. The Referee is preferably a faculty member at Roosevelt Academy. It is also possible to appoint a Referee outside of Roosevelt Academy.
